What have your children been
learning?

In Class 1 this week they have been writing adjectives
to describe creatures. In Maths they have been naming
and sorting 3D shapes. For their topic work they have
been finding animal pictures on the laptops.

This week class 2 have completed their fan letters and
written poems relating to any aspect of their topic so
far. In Maths, they have all been learning about time;
